This new collection includes the hottest 
box office hits ($50 million and above at 
the box office).  The Library may have 
had DVDs before, but you are going to 

be amazed by this new collection.  

Is there more than one copy of each 
movie available and what formats are 
they in? How many can I borrow at one 
time? 

The Blockbusters Collection will have 
multiple copies of each title: up to 25 of 
each DVD title and up to 10 of each 
Blu-ray title. Customers can borrow 

5 DVDs or 5 Blu-ray per library card. 

Is the Blockbusters Collection available 
at all Library locations? 

 
Yes, you can pick up your movie at the 
Main Branch, The Crossings Branch or at 
the Bookmobile. Please note, Blu-ray is 
not available at the Bookmobile.  
 

How is this collection different from 

other Library movie collections? 

For the Blockbusters Collection you are: 
-able to borrow the movies for 3 days 
-unable to renew 
-unable to place ‘holds’ 

Overdue costs are $3/day to a 
maximum of $21.00 per DVD and 
$4/day to a maximum of $28.00
